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A RESOLUTION supporting the development of a coal-to-liquid fuel plant in Kentucky.

WHEREAS, the Pentagon is interested in the development of coal-to-liquid fuel plants to ensure a stable fuel supply for the United States military; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky has over 88 billion tons of remaining unmined coal and produced over 131 million tons of bituminous coal in 2002; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky has been a leader in coal mining and development technology for over a century; and

WHEREAS, the United States military footprint in Kentucky, including Fort Campbell and Fort Knox, is very large; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky agencies and companies would work with the military and Kentucky military bases to help determine if the coal-to-liquid fuel technology could provide a stable fuel supply for the military; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky has excellent site characteristics and research capabilities relating to a coal-to-liquid fuel plant; and

WHEREAS, a coal-to-liquid fuel project, if sited in Kentucky, would continue Kentucky's tradition as the leader in coal technologies and will create new markets for Kentucky coal and increase employment and research opportunities in Kentucky;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This body urges the Pentagon to consider Kentucky as a site for a coal-to-liquid fuel plant.

Section 2.   The Clerk of the House of Representatives shall forward a copy of this Resolution to William Harrison, Senior Advisor for the Assured Fuels Initiative, AFRL-PRTG, 1790 Loop Road North, Wright-Patterson Air Force Base, Ohio 45433-7103, and to the Kentucky Congressional delegation.
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
