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A RESOLUTION honoring Martin A. Maline upon the occasion of his retirement, after 30 years as Executive Director of the Kentucky Horsemen's Benevolent and Protective Association.

WHEREAS, Martin A. Maline is a leading professional in his field; and

WHEREAS, Martin A. Maline has come by his dedication to horses and the horse industry honestly, as both his father and brother were jockeys; and

WHEREAS, Martin A. Maline has always had love of animals, graduating from the Ohio State University in 1973 with a degree in Animal Science; and

WHEREAS, Martin A. Maline first put this love of animals to use with the Cincinnati Zoo and Northern Kentucky Health District, but always maintained contact with the racing industry; and

WHEREAS, Martin A. Maline joined the Kentucky Horsemen's Benevolent and Protective Association in 1976 as the Association's Executive Director; and

WHEREAS, Martin A. Maline has served the seven Association Presidents and the Association itself, tirelessly and selflessly; and

WHEREAS, Martin A. Maline has dealt effectively, humanely, and thoughtfully with a range of issues confronting horse industry in Kentucky, including simulcasting, purses and bookkeeping, workers' compensation, jockey safety, and Sunday racing; and

WHEREAS, Martin A. Maline has led the nation on the issue of acceptable race-day medications; and

WHEREAS, Martin A. Maline oversaw the creation of a standard for acceptable race-day medications that is accepted as a model for the United States; and

WHEREAS, Martin A. Maline worked conscientiously and yet diplomatically to create that medication standard by working hand-in-hand with horsemen, veterinarians, regulators, and legislators, and by demonstrating knowledge, commitment, perseverance, and tact; and

WHEREAS, Martin A. Maline was recognized for his excellence by his peers and was selected to be the Executive Director of the National Horsemen's Benevolent and Protective Association, a role he filled with devotion and success; and

WHEREAS, Martin A. Maline served his nation, too, and was honorably discharged in 1974, after attaining the rank of Second Lieutenant in the United States Army; and

WHEREAS, Martin A. Maline has contributed his time, his leadership skills, and his talents statewide and nationally to the cause of the horses, horsemen, and their industry; and

WHEREAS, Martin A. Maline steps down from his position as Executive Director of the Kentucky Horsemen's Benevolent and Protective Association this year after 30 years of outstanding service;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
