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A RESOLUTION recognizing April 29 as "Dale Earnhardt Day" in Kentucky.

WHEREAS, NASCAR racing legend Dale Earnhardt was born on April 29, 1951; and

WHEREAS, with 76 victories during his historic career, including 10 wins at Talladega Superspeedway and 34 wins at Daytona International Speedway, along with 7 NASCAR Winston Cup Championships and 4 IROC Championships, Dale Earnhardt was truly the face of NASCAR, inspiring fans both in Kentucky and across the nation with his skill and daring on the track; and

WHEREAS, Dale Earnhardt, better known in some circles as "The Intimidator", created a ongoing legacy through amassing an incredible record behind the wheel of his famous number 3 car; and

WHEREAS, Dale Earnhardt forever changed the sport of auto racing, bridging the past, present, and future generations of fans by upholding the finest traditions of NASCAR while remaining a cutting edge competitor throughout the curse of his career; and

WHEREAS, Dale Earnhardt's tragic death on the final Lap of the 2001 Daytona 500 on February 18, 2001, deeply touched countless people across this great nation and the loss of this great icon of auto racing and his presence at tracks across the country will be missed for generations to come;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The members of this body, both individually and collectively, do hereby declare Dale Earnhardt to have been a great ambassador for the sport of auto racing, and express continued sorrow as we mark the five year anniversary of his death.

Section 2.   This body shall recognize April 29th as "Day Earnhardt Day."
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
