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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of Scott Robinson Smith, Chief of Staff for the Environmental and Public Protection Cabinet.

WHEREAS, Scott Robinson Smith, husband of Sara Smith, and father of Tim, Kathryn, and Andrew, was born on January 14, 1946, in Bluefield, West Virginia. After earning a Bachelor of Arts degree in 1967, from Marshall University, and a Master of Arts degree in 1974, from the West Virginia College of Graduate Studies, Scott Robinson Smith was enlightened to leave West Virginia to reside and work in the Commonwealth of Kentucky. He was an outstanding baseball player for the Cincinnati Reds farm team, and served his country as an officer in the United States Army; and

WHEREAS, Scott Robinson Smith has faithfully served the citizens of the Commonwealth, beginning employment with the Environmental and Public Protection Cabinet on February 16, 2004, as Executive Director of the Office of Regulatory Affairs, and has served as Chief of Staff, performing "miracles" throughout his service, and diligently completing astonishing tasks on subjects such as environmental issues, regulatory affairs, and case reviews; and

WHEREAS, while serving as Chief of Staff, Mr. Smith has been assigned additional arduous tasks such as serving in the position of acting Executive Director of the Environmental Quality Commission. He is highly regarded among various interests in Kentucky because of his extensive knowledge and expertise, and is known throughout the Commonwealth for handling difficult people and issues in mysterious ways, and for his undying belief that it is always five o'clock somewhere and the parrotheads are celebrating; and

WHEREAS, Scott Robinson Smith has submitted a resignation letter stating his intent to resign effective at five o'clock p.m. on March 31, 2006, to return to private sector employment and other activities shunned during his employment with the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, a protest rally is scheduled for the so-called last day of his employment, with protesters coming from across the Commonwealth to demand two more weeks of public service from him;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives commends Scott Robinson Smith for his service to the citizens of the Commonwealth, and encourages him to continue to serve his fellow Kentuckians by extending his employment with the Environmental and Public Protection Cabinet until at least April 15, 2006.
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
