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A RESOLUTION recognizing 2006 as the "Year of the Museum" in the 70th Legislative District.

WHEREAS, museums hold in trust for future generations a substantial part of our heritage, and encourage curiosity in the young, offer enlightenment and education to every generation, and provide a continuing source of enjoyment and cultural enrichment for all; and

WHEREAS, museums serve as centers of research for scholars and contribute significantly to our knowledge of history, science, and the arts.
