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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in loving memory of our former friend and colleague, Lon Carter Barton.

WHEREAS, Lon Carter Barton was born in 1925, to the late Reece Houston and Jean Carter Barton, and departed this earthly life on March 28, 2006, at the age of 80 years; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Barton was a graduate of Murray College and attended the University of Kentucky, and shared his love of history with young students throughout his teaching career in the Mayfield Independent School District. A veteran of the Korean War, he was recognized locally, statewide, and nationally for his knowledge of the history of Graves County, the Jackson Purchase, and the Civil War. During the 1960s, Mr. Barton wrote a column on the Civil War in the Mayfield Messenger, and also composed three entries that appeared in the Kentucky Encyclopedia, which was published in 1992; and

WHEREAS, Lon Carter Barton served as member of the Kentucky House of Representatives from 1958 until 1965. He was a member of the Graves County Historical Society, the Veterans of Foreign Wars, the American Legion, the Rotary Club, the Kentucky Historical Society, and the Southern Historical Society. He was also a dedicated member of the First Baptist Church. Preceded in death by his parents, Mr. Barton is survived by several cousins who mourn his loss;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives expresses its deep sense of sorrow upon the passing of our former friend and colleague, Lon Carter Barton, and extends to his family and friends its sincere condolences.

Section 2.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it does so in loving memory of Lon Carter Barton, renowned historian.
