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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of Representative Denver Butler upon the occasion of his retirement from this august body after nearly two decades of dedicated service to the people of the Commonwealth.

WHEREAS, Denver Butler has been a fixture in Democratic Politics for more than a quarter century, serving the citizens of Jefferson County as Alderman from Louisville's 7th Ward from 1982 until 1988, and representing the 38th District in the House of Representatives since 1989. In 1995, Representative Butler assumed the chair of the Business Organizations and Professions Committee (now the Licensing and Occupations Committee) overseeing sometimes controversial legislation relating to horse racing, the state lottery, alcohol sales, and occupational licenses for professions ranging from plumbers to cosmetologists. He has been a stalwart supporter of Kentucky's racing and gaming industries, and has been a strong advocate for high professional standards for those who serve the everyday needs of Kentuckians. He has also served on the Economic Development Committee; the Labor and Industry Committee; and the Transportation Committee; and

WHEREAS, through the years, Representative Butler has quietly attended to the needs of his constituents, counting among his proudest accomplishments the widening of New Cut Road, and his efforts to obtain millions of dollars in federal and state moneys for the rehabilitation of the Iroquois Amphitheater. Self-deprecating and unassuming, he is well known for his quick wit, his broad smile, and his big heart. A devout family man, Representative Butler was the loving husband of his wife, Millie, and was her constant helpmate and companion during her final illness. Recognizing that for every time there is a season, and while he is still a public servant at heart, he has determined that the time has come for him to spend more time with his children and grandchildren, who are his pride and joy;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives salutes the Gentleman from Jefferson 38, and extends to him our sincere gratitude for his years of service to the people of the Commonwealth.

Section 2.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it does so in honor of Representative Denver Butler, who has taught us that, "Time is a companion that goes with us on a journey. It reminds us to cherish each moment, because it will never come again. What we leave behind is not as important as how we have lived."
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
