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A RESOLUTION urging the Kentucky Board of Education and the local school districts to continue using A.D. (anno Domini) and B.C. (before Christ) as historical date markers. 

WHEREAS, the Kentucky public schools strive to provide a quality education for all students, always urging them to achieve at higher levels; and 

WHEREAS, students should be challenged to understand history and its significance to the present time as well as the future; and 

WHEREAS, anno Domini, abbreviated as A.D., and before Christ, abbreviated as B.C., have been used for hundreds of years and are universal designations of time which people accept, understand, and consistently use; and 

WHEREAS, these epochal designations are the common international standard for use in commerce, science, and governmental affairs; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky's curriculum documents, such as the Program of Studies, should continue to include historical references to time which are used internationally; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives strongly urges the Kentucky Board of Education to continue to use A.D. (anno Domini) and B.C. (before Christ) when referencing time in the Program of Studies and other related education documents.
