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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in loving memory and honor of Father William Edward Hogan.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Father William Edward Hogan.

WHEREAS, Father William Edward Hogan was born on August 19, 1909, a native of Boston, Massachusetts, and a longtime resident of Louisville, Kentucky, and traversed these earthly bounds on December 30, 2005; and

WHEREAS, Father William Edward Hogan was ordained a priest in the Roman Catholic Church on October 30, 1938 at German College Chapel in Rome, Italy; and

WHEREAS, Father William Edward Hogan attended seminary at Saint Mary's Techny in Illinois from 1931 to 1934, at Gregorian University in Rome, Italy from 1934 to 1939, and at Catholic University of America, where he earned his master's degree in 1943 and his doctorate degree in Sociology in 1946; and

WHEREAS, Father William Edward Hogan taught at Fu Jen University in Peiping, China and was a Divine Word Father at the University of Peking in Peking, China; and

WHEREAS, Father William Edward Hogan was also a professor at Loyola University and at Bellarmine College; and

WHEREAS, Father William Edward Hogan was incardinated into the Archdiocese of Louisville, Kentucky on October 30, 1953; and

WHEREAS, Father William Edward Hogan served over the years as associate Pastor in Louisville for Saint Patrick Church, Saint Raphel Church, and Saint Matthias Church; and

WHEREAS, Father William Edward Hogan also served as Senior Pastor on different occasions in Louisville at Saint Denis Church and at Holy Family Church; and

WHEREAS, Father William Edward Hogan worked as a Parole Office for the Department of Corrections; and

WHEREAS, Father William Edward Hogan retired from active service to the Archdiocese of Louisville in 1994; and

WHEREAS, Father William Edward Hogan was the beloved uncle of eleven nephews and nieces; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Father William Edward Hogan has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby express its most profound sense of sorrow upon the passing of Father William Edward Hogan and extends to his friends and family its most heartfelt sympathy.
