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A RESOLUTION commending the lifelong contributions of Monroe C. Monday and adjourning the House of Representatives in his honor.

WHEREAS, Monroe C. Monday, born on March 4, 1925, once a native of Tennessee but who later moved to Kentucky and has dedicated his career to the citizens of the Commonwealth, is the devoted husband of Carolyn and father of daughters Carolyn A. and Elizabeth Ann; and

WHEREAS, Monroe Monday worked at his local YMCA during his high school years; and

WHEREAS, Monroe Monday served this great nation during World War II as a waist gunner on board a B-17 with the 351st Bomb Group 309 Squadron, and flew on 35 combat missions; and

WHEREAS, following his honorable discharge in 1945, Monroe Monday obtained his degree from the University of Tennessee and resumed his career at YMCA locations in North Carolina, Florida, and Kentucky, before beginning as executive director of the Frankfort YMCA in October, 1966; and

WHEREAS, Monroe Monday has been a true role model to thousands of Frankfort's children, and remains a hero in the eyes of the adults who as youths attended YMCA programs; and

WHEREAS, Monroe Monday, once described by the editor of The State Journal as a man who doesn't know the meaning of the word "can't," directed and led the necessary fundraising drive as the Frankfort YMCA moved in 1970 from its original location in a 57 year-old building to a state-of-the-art new facility, and greatly expanded the YMCA's programs that contributed to the physical and spiritual health of the community; and

WHEREAS, the citizens of Frankfort were fortunate that Monroe Monday served as executive director of the YMCA until his retirement in 1990; and

WHEREAS, following his retirement with the Frankfort YMCA, Monroe Monday worked as a doorkeeper with the House of Representatives during every legislative session through 2005; and the members of the House of Representatives benefited from the wisdom shared by Monroe Monday, who served this body with humility, grace, and devotion; and

WHEREAS, Monroe Monday is an accomplished racquetball player, who could often be seen playing with his good friend David Fleming; and

WHEREAS, Monroe Monday has been a proud member of First Baptist Church in Frankfort since 1967; and

WHEREAS, Monroe Monday is the proud father of three cats, Yellow Boy, Buster, and Junior;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives is indeed proud and honored to recognize Monroe C. Monday for his incredible achievements on behalf of our youth and fellow citizens. Mr. Monday has served the citizens of Frankfort and, indeed, the citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky and United States, as his war record and role-model influence have been felt by all.
