WHEREAS, Dr. John R. Duncan was born on August 10, 1938, a native son of the Commonwealth, and a resident of Morehead, Kentucky, and traversed these earthly bounds on January 2, 2006; and

WHEREAS, Dr. John R. Duncan was a former vice president, faculty regent, and a retired professor at Morehead State University; and

WHEREAS, Dr. John R. Duncan first came to Morehead State University (MSU) as an undergraduate and he earned a bachelor's degree in 1960 and then a master's degree in 1961; and

WHEREAS, Dr. John R. Duncan continued his education at Miami University in Oxford, Ohio and then at Purdue University in Lafayette, Indiana as a General Electric Fellow; and

WHEREAS, Dr. John R. Duncan completed his doctor of education degree at Indiana University in Bloomington, Indiana in 1967; and

WHEREAS, Dr. John R. Duncan returned to MSU in 1964 as an assistant professor of sociology and he then held various positions until his retirement in 1991; and

WHEREAS, Dr. John R. Duncan served MSU as director of admissions from 1967 to 1968, as dean of graduate programs from 1968 to 1975, as vice president and dean of the faculty from 1975 to 1978, as faculty representative on the Board of Regents from 1981 to 1987, and as a full-time professor for many years; and

WHEREAS, Dr. John R. Duncan served as chair of the Faculty House of Representatives for two years, as second vice president and first vice president of the MSU Alumni Association for one year each, as a member of the NCATE Self- Study steering committee, and as a co-chair of the Southern Association Self-Study; and

WHEREAS, Dr. John R. Duncan was director of Region 9 White House Conference on Children and Youth, a chapter delegate and Kentucky coordinator for Phi Delta Kappa, a president of Southwestern Ohio Council for the Social Studies, and he was a speaker as various conferences in the United States; and

WHEREAS, Dr. John R. Duncan was a former president of the Rowan County Young Democrats, state chaplain for the Kentucky Jaycees, a two-term member of the Morehead City Council, and listed in "Who's Who in American Education," "Personalities of the South," and "Outstanding Community Leaders in America"; and

WHEREAS, Dr. John R. Duncan was a semifinalist to the White House Fellows Program and he was a Kentucky Colonel; and

WHEREAS, Dr. John R. Duncan found great joy in retirement by pursuing his love of bass fishing at his home in Florida; and

WHEREAS, Dr. John R. Duncan was active in the Morehead Church of Christ and the South 14th Street Church of Christ in Leesburg, Florida; and

WHEREAS, Dr. John R. Duncan was the devoted and loving husband for 46 years of Gretta Ann Brown Duncan; and

WHEREAS, Dr. John R. Duncan was the beloved father of Laura Lee Duncan O'Conell and grandfather of three grandsons; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Dr. John R. Duncan has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;
