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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in loving memory and honor of A. Douglas Reece.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to A. Douglas Reece, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, A. Douglas Reece was a native son of the Commonwealth, and a resident of London, Kentucky, and traversed these earthly bounds on January 4, 2006; and

WHEREAS, A. Douglas Reece was a vital part of the legal community in southern Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, A. Douglas Reece graduated with a bachelor's degree from Eastern Kentucky University in 1964 and a juris doctor from the University of Louisville in 1971; and

WHEREAS, A. Douglas Reece was admitted to practice law by the Kentucky Bar Association, the Eastern and Western Districts of the United States District Court, the Sixth Circuit of the United States Court of Appeals, and the Supreme Court of the United States; and

WHEREAS, A. Douglas Reece operated a private law practice for many years and had also been the senior managing partner of Reece, Lang, and Breeding, the counsel for Reece, Lang, and Breeding, the counsel for Napier and Associates, and the City Attorney of Manchester, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, A. Douglas Reece served as Chairman of the Center for Rural Development since 2004 and previously on its Executive Board of Directors; and

WHEREAS, A. Douglas Reece held various positions with the East Kentucky Corporation, including Vice-Chairman, Chairman, and Executive Board Member; and

WHEREAS, A. Douglas Reece was a member of the Board of Trustees and the Board of Overseers for the University of Louisville; and

WHEREAS, A. Douglas Reece was a member of the National Trust for Historic Preservation, the Kentucky Historical Society, the Sons of the Mexican War Veterans, the Kenton Kin, and the masons; and

WHEREAS, the passing of A. Douglas Reece has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby express its profound sense of sorrow upon the passing of A. Douglas Reece and extends to his family and friends its most heartfelt sympathy.
