With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Specialist Jason E. Ames, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Jason E. Ames was born on August 24, 1984, in Flora, Illinois, and he traversed these earthly bounds August 31, 2005; and

WHEREAS, Jason E. Ames was the loving son of Irl Wayne and Susan Arlene Yingst Ames; he was the loving and caring husband of Trisha Ames; he was the loving father of Cody Eric Ames; he was the loving brother of Carlton Ames and Krystal Dawn Knight; he leaves behind maternal grandparents, James and Kay Yingst, a paternal grandmother, Norma Ames; and he also leaves behind many other family members and friends who loved him dearly; and

WHEREAS, Jason E. Ames graduated in 2003 from Trigg County High School in Cadiz, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Specialist Jason E. Ames joined the United States Army in June 2003; he was an infantryman and was assigned to the 3rd Battalion, 21st Infantry Regiment, 1st Brigade, 25th Infantry Division (Stryker Brigade Combat Team) based in Fort Lewis, Washington; and

WHEREAS, Specialist Jason E. Ames was deployed to Iraq in October, 2004, bravely supporting Operation Iraqi Freedom; and

WHEREAS, Specialist Jason E. Ames served his country with honor and distinction; he was buried with full military honors, including the Army Accommodation Medal, the Global War on Terrorism Expeditionary Medal, the Global War on Terrorism Service Medal, the National Defense Service Medal, and the Combat Infantryman Badge; and

WHEREAS, the citizens of Trigg County and the entire Commonwealth mourn the loss of one of their own who paid the ultimate price for his country and for the people of Iraq; and

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Kentucky has the highest respect for Specialist Jason E. Ames and is deeply grateful for the sacrifice he made for the freedom of all Americans and to ensure the freedom of the Iraqi people; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Specialist Jason E. Ames has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;
