With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Staff Sergeant William A. Allers III, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, William A. Allers III was born on June 4, 1977, in Baltimore, Maryland, and he traversed these earthly bounds September 20, 2005; and

WHEREAS, William A. Allers III was the beloved husband of Bethany Allers; he was the devoted father of Gregory Allers; he was the loving son of William Allers and the late Janet Allers; he was the dear grandson of Naomi Virginia Allers; he was the dear brother of David Allers, Thomas Gable, and Donna Mulhearn; he also leaves behind many other family members and friends who loved him dearly; and

WHEREAS, William A. Allers III graduated in 1995 from Fallston High School in Fallston, Maryland; and

WHEREAS, Staff Sergeant William A. Allers III joined the Army in 1995 and was assigned to Fort Knox, Kentucky and South Korea as a cavalry scout until his discharge;

WHEREAS, Staff Sergeant William A. Allers III resided in Leitchfield, Kentucky with his wife, Bethany Allers; and

WHEREAS, Staff Sergeant William A. Allers III joined the Army National Guard in 2003; he was assigned to the 198th Military Police Battalion, 75th Troop Command based in Louisville, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Staff Sergeant William A. Allers III was deployed to Iraq in November 2004, bravely supporting Operation Iraqi Freedom; and

WHEREAS, on September 20, 2005, the life of Staff Sergeant William A. Allers III ended prematurely as a result of combat-related injuries in Al Khalis, Iraq; and

WHEREAS, Staff Sergeant William A. Allers III served his country with honor and distinction; he was buried with full military honors, including the Bronze Star Medal, the Combat Action Badge, and the Purple Heart; and he was posthumously promoted to the rank of staff sergeant; and

WHEREAS, Staff Sergeant William A. Allers III "worked hard to keep high morale in his team and was a catalyst for the morale in our entire company," according to Captain Todd Linder; and

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Kentucky has the highest respect for 
Staff Sergeant William A. Allers III and is deeply grateful for the sacrifice he made for the freedom of all Americans and to ensure the freedom of the Iraqi people; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Staff Sergeant William A. Allers III has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;
