WHEREAS, Charles C. Wells was a native son of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, residing in Paintsville, Kentucky his entire life; and

WHEREAS, Charles C. Wells was an active and contributing member of his community, serving as Chairman of the Board and as a Director of Citizens National Bank, as well as a Director of Citizens National Corporation of Paintsville; and he was the founding president of the Paintsville, Kentucky chapter of the Jaycees; and

WHEREAS, Charles C. Wells had the distinction of being the first chair of the Southern College of Osteopathic Medicine of Pikeville, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Charles C. Wells was the notable owner and operator of Hardware Charlie Gas Company of Paintsville, Kentucky and was the president of the Kentucky Propane Association; and

WHEREAS, Charles C. Wells was an active American Civil War historian and was the author of four genealogical reference books: "Annals of Floyd County Kentucky 1800-1826"; "Vital Statistics of Johnson County Kentucky 1843-1904"; "Records from Johnson County--1850"; and "Kentucky Veterans' Census"; and

WHEREAS, Charles C. Wells was the loving and beloved husband of Carlos Horn Wells, and the loving and beloved father of Charles B. Wells; and

WHEREAS, Charles C. Wells departed this life on June 28, 2005;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby express its most sincere condolences to the family and friends of Charles C. Wells on the occasion of his passing and furthermore affirms that his loss will be greatly felt not only by the citizens of Paintsville, but also by the citizens of the Commonwealth.

Section 2.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it shall do so in honor and memory of Charles C. Wells.
