PURPOSE/MECHANICS

SB 106 creates a new section of KRS Chapter 211 to permit a mother to breastfeed her baby or express breastmilk in any location, public or private. It requires that breastfeeding may not be considered an act of public indecency, indecent exposure, sexual conduct, lewd touching, or obscenity. It prohibits a municipality from enacting an ordinance that prohibits or restricts breastfeeding in a public or private location or includes breastfeeding in the definition of indecent exposure, sexual conduct, lewd touching, obscenity, and similar terms.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of SB 106 on local government would be minimal. Costs associated with implementing the bill's provisions, would relate only to a municipality that has enacted an ordinance prohibiting or restricting breastfeeding or has included breastfeeding in its definition of indecent exposure. Costs associated with the bill include the administrative time and expense of changing an existing administrative policy, regulation, or municipal order to come into compliance; or, if the current procedure has been adopted by ordinance, the cost related to bringing the amended ordinance before the city legislative body for action and publishing it after passage.
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
