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AN ACT relating to human trafficking.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 509 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
As used in this section:
(a)
"Forced labor or services" means labor or services obtained from a person by:
1.
Using or threatening to use physical force against that person or another person; or
2.
Restraining or confining or threatening to restrain or confine that person or another person without lawful authority and against his or her will;
(b)
"Human trafficking" means transporting, soliciting, recruiting, harboring, providing, or obtaining another person for transport; and

(c)
"Trafficked person" does not include anyone whose relationship to the accused is that of a family member as defined in KRS 403.720.
(2)
A person is guilty of human trafficking when he or she knowingly or unlawfully engages in human trafficking of two (2) or more persons with the intent that the trafficked person engage in forced labor or services.
(3)
Human trafficking is a Class D felony.

(4)
(a)
For a first offense, human trafficking of two (2) or more persons in a single course of conduct shall be a single offense.

(b)
For a second or subsequent offense, human trafficking of two (2) or more persons shall be a separate offense for each trafficked person.

SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 411 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
For purposes of this section, “identity theft” means the use of an individual’s identity or personal information, without that individual’s consent, for any purpose, including but not limited to a purpose set forth in KRS 434.580, 434.650, 434.675, 434.685, 434.872, 434.874, 514.160, or 514.170.
(2)
An individual who is a victim of identity theft may petition the Circuit Court, in a civil action, for a determination that he or she is or has been a victim of identity theft. 
(3)
The petition may be filed in the Circuit Court either where the person resides or where any civil or criminal action arising from the identity theft may be pending against the petitioner.
(4)
A petition filed under this section shall be verified by the petitioner and include at least the following:
(a)
A description of the facts and circumstances relating to the identity theft; and
(b)
Copies of any related police reports.
(5)
A petition may be filed under this section regardless of whether the petitioner is able to identify the person or persons who allegedly engaged in the identity theft.
(6)
The court fee for filing a petition under this section shall be the same as the filing fee for small claims filed in the District Court.
(7)
The clerk of the court shall provide a copy of the petition to the Commonwealth's attorney and county attorney for the county in which the petition is filed, within three (3) business days of the date the petition is filed.
(8)
The Commonwealth's attorney or county attorney may respond to the petition within twenty (20) business days of the date the petition is filed, and may participate in and introduce evidence at a hearing on the petition.
(9)
A hearing on a petition filed under this section shall be held within thirty (30) business days of the date the petition is filed, upon motion of the petitioner.
(10)
If the court determines from a preponderance of the evidence that the petitioner is a victim of identity theft, the court shall issue an order:
(a)
Declaring that the petitioner is a victim of identity theft;
(b)
Describing in general terms the type of personal information and documents used to commit the identity theft;
(c)
Stating the date of the identity theft, if known; and
(d)
Stating such other orders as are necessary to assist the petitioner in correcting erroneous information that has resulted from the identity theft.
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
