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AN ACT relating to human trafficking.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 509 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
As used in this section:
(a)
"Forced labor or services" means labor or services obtained from a person by:
1.
Using or threatening to use physical force against that person or another person; or
2.
Restraining or confining or threatening to restrain or confine that person or another person without lawful authority and against his or her will; and
(b)
"Human trafficking" means transporting, soliciting, recruiting, harboring, providing, or obtaining another person for transport.
(2)
A person is guilty of human trafficking when he or she engages in human trafficking with the intent that the trafficked person engage in forced labor or services.
(3)
Human trafficking is a Class B felony.
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
