PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

SB 118 amend KRS Chapter 15 relating to the Kentucky Law Enforcement Foundation Program Fund (KLEFPF) to allow participation in the fund by the state police and vehicle enforcement officers and changes the amount of the salary supplement.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of SB 118 on local governments is expected to be minimal. Currently full-time law enforcement officers and other professionals receive a $3,000 per year supplement to their annual salary from KLEFPF. The measure increases the salary supplement to $3,100 per year. The increase is effective July 15, 2006. The state also reimburses local governments for the increased contribution made to the employees appropriate retirement system. KRS 15.460 does, however, stipulate that if the KLEFPF does not have a sufficient amount of funds to pay the employer contributions to the system, then the total amount available for pension payments will be prorated to each eligible government, and the balance of the pension payments would fall to the local government. 
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
