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AN ACT relating to health insurance for active military reservists and National Guard members.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 18A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
A Kentucky citizen serving as a military reservist or in the National Guard and called to active military duty may elect to provide family coverage for his or her spouse and eligible dependents in the public employee health insurance program provided under KRS Chapter 18A.

(2)
The military reservist or National Guard member called to active military duty shall file a health insurance application with the Personnel Cabinet to obtain family coverage for his or her spouse and eligible dependents under the program.

(3)
The military reservist or National Guard member shall pay the employee contribution for family coverage as if he or she were a current public employee covered under the public employee health insurance program. The Commonwealth of Kentucky shall pay the remaining employer contribution for health insurance coverage provided for under this section.

(4)
Upon discharge from active military duty, the military reservist or National Guard member may elect to continue health insurance coverage with the public employee health insurance program for a period not to exceed six (6) months or until the end of the plan year, whichever occurs first.
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
