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AN ACT relating to private roads to cemeteries.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 179.375 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
All counties may accept donations in fee to roads and driveways used by the public in connection with churches, cemeteries and public school buildings. After such acceptance by any county, such roads and driveways shall become a part of the county road system and may be constructed, reconstructed and maintained in accordance with existing law.

(2)
A county may perform maintenance work on a private road used by the general public as an access road to a public cemetery or burial ground. Costs associated with road maintenance performed pursuant to this subsection may be paid from the county road fund.
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
