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AN ACT relating to state property.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 56.010 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
The Finance and Administration Cabinet shall institute civil proceedings in the name of the Commonwealth for any trespass or injury to state property under its control.

(2)
No person shall acquire title to any property held in the name of the Commonwealth by adverse possession, prescription, or any other related legal theory.
Section 2.   KRS 148.066 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
The Department of Parks shall accept for the state any real estate or personal property conveyed or dedicated for public park purposes to the state or to the department or to its predecessor, but the department is not compelled to accept any such property if it deems it unwise to do so.

(2)
The title to all property that has been, or shall be, acquired by the Commonwealth or its agency for public park purposes shall be vested in the Commonwealth. Such property shall be managed, maintained, and improved by the Department of Parks for public park purposes.

(3)
No person shall injure property under the control of the Department of Parks, or interfere in any manner with the management, maintenance, or supervision of the property by the department.

Section 3.   KRS 148.991 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
Any person who violates subsection (2) of KRS 148.051 shall be fined not less than ten dollars ($10) nor more than one hundred dollars ($100), or imprisoned in jail for not less than one (1) day nor more than ten (10) days or both.

(2)
Any person who violates KRS 148.029 shall be fined not less than ten dollars ($10) nor more than one hundred dollars ($100).

(3)
Whoever violates, fails, neglects or refuses to obey any provision of KRS 148.610 to 148.780, or regulation, or order of the commissioner may be compelled to comply with or obey the same by injunction, mandamus, or other appropriate remedy; and provided, further, that whoever violates, fails, neglects, or refuses to obey any provision of KRS 148.610 to 148.780, or regulation, or order of the commissioner shall be punished by a fine of not more than fifty dollars ($50) for each day of such violation.

(4)
Any person who violates any speed limit established by the state horse park board pursuant to KRS 148.290 shall be fined not less than ten dollars ($10) nor more than one hundred dollars ($100).

(5)
Any person who violates the provisions of subsection (3) of Section 2 of this Act shall be guilty of a Class A misdemeanor.

Section 4.   KRS 413.150 is amended to read as follows:

Except as provided under subsection (2) of Section 1 of this Act, the limitations prescribed in this chapter shall apply to actions brought by or in the name of the Commonwealth the same as to actions by private persons, except where a different time is prescribed by statute.
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
