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AN ACT relating to wild turkey and deer hunting.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 150 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Provisions of KRS 150.025 to the contrary notwithstanding, in order to protect the wild turkey population and enhance the opportunity for trophy deer in this Commonwealth, the following restrictions shall apply to wild turkey and deer hunting and to department administrative regulations related to the taking of wild turkey and deer:

A deer hunter may use a crossbow statewide:
(a)
For ten (10) days beginning on the Monday after Thanksgiving; and

(b)
During any season when a firearm may be used to take deer.
(2)
A wild turkey hunter may use a crossbow:

(a)
For ten (10) days beginning on the Monday after Thanksgiving; and

(b)
During any season when a firearm may be used to take wild turkey.
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
