PURPOSE/MECHANICS

SB 238 creates a new section of KRS Chapter 39A to establish the Local Emergency Management Assistance Compact to permit interstate cooperation and for day to day emergencies not requiring the full implementation of the Emergency Management Assistance Compact.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of SB 238 on local government would be minimal. The bill permits a local government to enter into an agreement with an out-of-state government provided that state has enacted the Emergency Management Assistance Compact and has enacted a statute similar to SB 238. A local government could decline a request for assistance or limit the services provided, and a request is valid for a period of 96 hours.

Certain costs that may be incurred in the act of providing assistance would be covered by the Emergency Management Assistance Compact, such as workers comp claims and insurance for damage of property and vehicles. Other costs that may occur should be covered by a contractual agreement between the two governments. There would be a minimal additional cost to comply with the recording requirements as prescribed in the bill. 
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
