AN ACT relating to emergencies.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 39A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The provisions of this section shall be construed as a supplemental agreement pursuant to Article VII of the Emergency Management Assistance Compact, KRS 39A.950.

(2)
Subject to the provisions of the Constitution of Kentucky, any agency specified in Article VII or any unit of government or special district within this Commonwealth may upon request from another state, unit of local government, special district, or organization specified in Article VII render assistance in any other state which has enacted the Emergency Management Assistance Compact and which has enacted a statute similar to this section.

(3)
Subject to the provisions of the Constitution of Kentucky, any agency specified in Article VII or any unit of government or special district within this Commonwealth may request and receive assistance from another state, unit of local government, special district, or organization within that state specified in Article VII of the compact if that state has enacted the Emergency Management Assistance Compact and has enacted a statute similar to this section.

(4)
It is intended that this agreement be utilized in situations, on a daily basis, which may not be extensive enough to invoke the provisions of the compact through a state to state request. A request pursuant to this section may be made by any means directly by or to any state, unit of local government, special district, or organization specified within Article VII of the Emergency Management Assistance compact. A record of the request shall be made by the requesting state, unit of local government, special district, or organization specified in Article VII of the compact. That record shall include, but need not be limited to:

(a)
The requesting agency;
(b)
The time, date, and nature of the request;
(c)
The assistance requested; and
(d)
The action of the requested agency with regard to the request.

(5)
Any state, unit of local government, special district, or organization specified in Article VII of the compact may decline a request pursuant to this section or may limit the services provided for a request under this section but shall provide, under the records required pursuant to subsection (4) of this section, the reason for the action.

(6)
A request and a response pursuant to this section shall, except as provided in this section, invoke all of the other protections, authorizations, and provisions of the Emergency Management Assistance Compact.

(7)
A request pursuant to this section shall be valid for a period of ninety-six (96) hours, at which time, if the rendering of the service is to continue, a normal request and response shall be made pursuant to the compact as provided in KRS 39A.950.

(8)
The Commonwealth, all agencies and instrumentalities of the Commonwealth, all units of local government, all special districts, and all organizations specified in Article VII of the Emergency Management Assistance Compact shall adhere to the provisions of this section and, except as provided in this section, all sections of the Emergency Management Assistance Compact shall apply to this statute.
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
