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AN ACT relating to air pollution control districts.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 77.015 is amended to read as follows:

An air pollution control district shall not transact any business or exercise any of its powers under this chapter until or unless the fiscal court of the county within which such district is situated, by proper resolution, declares at any time hereafter that there is need for an air pollution control district to function in such county, provided:

In any county containing a city of the first or second class, it shall also be necessary, before the district of such county is qualified to transact any business or exercise any of its powers under this chapter, that the legislative body of such city, by proper ordinance, declare, at any time after the aforementioned resolution has been made by the fiscal court of such county, that there is need for an air pollution control district to function in such city.

(3)
Notwithstanding any other provision of law, the governing body of the county, city, urban-county government, consolidated local government, or charter county government of any county in which there is a functioning air pollution control district may by ordinance, after the effective date of this Act and before December 31, 2006, recommend modifications to any rule or regulation adopted by a district on or after June 1, 2005, establishing a program for regulation of toxic or hazardous air pollutants.

Prior to November 30, 2006, the board of any functioning air pollution control district in which a program for regulation of toxic or hazardous air pollutants has been adopted shall cause to be prepared and submitted for consideration by the governing body of that county, city, urban-county government, consolidated local government, or charter county government, an assessment based on reasonably available information of the range and distribution of anticipated monetary compliance costs to the regulated entity, and monetary and nonmonetary public costs avoided and benefits to the public and to the regulated entity.
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
