KENTUCKY GENERAL ASSEMBLY AMENDMENT FORM

2006 REGULAR SESSION


Amend printed copy of SB39

After the enacting clause, delete all text on lines 1 through 17 and insert in lieu thereof the following:


"Section 1.   (1)
It is the intent of the General Assembly to establish a commission to undertake a reasoned and deliberate review of the economic effects on regulated industries of compliance with the Strategic Toxic Air Reduction (STAR) Program, which was adopted by the Louisville Metro Air Pollution Control District for the protection and improvement of Louisville Metro air quality through the regulation of air toxics. It is the further intent of the General Assembly that the commission established under this section advise the Louisville Metro Air Pollution Control District and report to the General Assembly concerning any identified revisions that would achieve the program goals of protecting and improving Louisville Metro air quality while providing greater certainty to Ford Motor Company and other industries on the costs of compliance for existing production and future proposed operations.


(2)
A commission is hereby established to undertake an evaluation of the manner in which the STAR Program will specifically impact operations at automotive plants and other major industries. The membership of the commission shall include:

(a)
The Mayor of Louisville Metro or his representative;

(b)
The Director of the Louisville Metro Air Pollution Control District;

(c)
Two members of the Louisville Metro Council, to be appointed by the council;

(d)
Two members of the Jefferson County delegation to the Kentucky General Assembly, one from the House of Representatives, appointed by the Speaker of the House, and one from the Senate, appointed by the President of the Senate;

(e)
A representative of Ford Motor Company, Inc., Louisville Assembly Plant and Kentucky Truck Plant, Inc., to be appointed by the Legislative Research Commission; 

(f)
A representative of United Auto Workers Local 862, to be appointed by the Legislative Research Commission;

(g)
A representative of each of the unions representing workers at the other major industrial facilities subject to STAR, to be appointed by the Legislative Research Commission;

(h)
A representative of Greater Louisville Inc., to be appointed by the Legislative Research Commission;

(i)
A representative of the Kentucky Cabinet for Economic Development, to be appointed by the Legislative Research Commission;

(j) 
A representative of the Associated Industries of Kentucky, to be appointed by the Legislative Research Commission;

(k)
One individual representing the Sierra Club and one individual representing the Kentucky Resources Council, each to be appointed by the Legislative Research Commission;

(l)
One individual representing Rubbertown Emergency Action and the Justice Resource Center, to be appointed by the Legislative Research Commission; and

(m)
A representative of the Kentucky Pollution Prevention Center, to be appointed by the Legislative Research Commission.


(3)
The commission shall be co-chaired by the Chair of the Metro Louisville Legislative delegation to the General Assembly and the Senate Majority Whip of the General Assembly, and meetings will be at the call of the co-chairs.


(4)
The commission shall evaluate the STAR Program and its effect on existing industries and report to the Interim Joint Committee on Natural Resources and the Environment and to the Board of the Louisville Metro Air Pollution Control District not later than September 1, 2006, on the projected impacts on existing industries, on the basis for those projections, and on recommendations for any identified revisions that would achieve the program goals of protecting and improving Louisville Metro air quality while providing greater certainty to automotive plants and other industries regarding the costs and requirements of achieving compliance for existing production and future proposed operations.

The Metro Louisville Air Pollution Control District is requested to provide to the Interim Joint Committee on Agriculture and Natural Resources its written response to any revisions to the STAR program recommended by the Commission, on or before December 1, 2006.".
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
