PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The measure exempts former Prisoners of War and Disabled Veteran's license plate holders from paying any parking fees, including parking meters, charged by any city, county, urban county, charter county, or consolidated local government, or agency thereof.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of SB 42 on local government could be minimal to moderate depending upon the number of Disabled Veterans and former Prisoners of War that currently hold or would obtain the special license plate, and the frequency with which they would utilize for-pay public parking spaces and facilities. The local governments owning and operating for-pay public parking spaces and facilities could experience decreased revenues from implementation of SB 42.
