MEASURE'S PURPOSE: Current statute requires a fiscal note if administrative regulations will effect local governments. This will require a fiscal note if  the regulations impact state government. It also specifies some of the factors that must be considered in doing the cost analysis.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  Agencies can submit comments to the agency promulgating the regulations or the subcommittee that reviews administrative regulations.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  In discussing the bill with LRC staff that review administrative regulations, and with agency staff that promulgate regulations, the general perspective is that there will be some additional staff time expended on this effort, but that it would not increase costs in a substantial fashion. Existing staff should be able to address the additional requirements.
