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A JOINT RESOLUTION naming the bridge over Sycamore Creek on Kentucky Route 197 in Pike County in honor of John Wess Sanders.

WHEREAS, John Wess Sanders was born in 1891 and passed away in 1970, spending his entire life in and around the Sycamore Creek area of Pike County; and

WHEREAS, John Wess Sanders worked as a coal miner, storekeeper, and United States postal mail carrier from Ashcamp, Kentucky to Shelby Gap, Kentucky from 1948 until 1965; and

WHEREAS, John and his loving wife Parthenia Moore Sanders raised three sons, Ralph, Ray, and Edwin, and three daughters, Anna Leigh, Mabel, and Pauline, in the area of Sycamore Creek in Pike County; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Sanders instilled within his children and grandchildren the value of hard work, perseverance, Christian ethics, and love of country, community, and this Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, the Pike County Fiscal Court, noting the community desire to honor Mr. Sanders, voted to name the new bridge at the mouth of Sycamore Creek near Ashcamp on Kentucky Route 197 "The John Wess Sanders Memorial Bridge";

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The bridge at the mouth of Sycamore Creek on the Elkhorn Creek near Ashcamp on Kentucky Route 197 in Pike County shall be named the "John Wess Sanders Memorial Bridge."

Section 2.   The Transportation Cabinet shall, within thirty days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect signs at each end of the bridge specified in Section 1 that read: "John Wess Sanders Memorial Bridge."
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
