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A JOINT RESOLUTION naming the new Shelbyville by-pass "Freedom Way."

WHEREAS, it is the men and women of the United States Armed Forces who have secured and maintained this nation's liberty and freedom for over 200 years; and

WHEREAS, the Armed Forces of this great nation have intervened in countless conflicts around the world to stop the spread of tyranny, overthrow murderous despots, and allow the liberties we enjoy in this great nation to flourish around the world; and

WHEREAS, time and again throughout this great nation's history, countless soldiers, sailors, airmen, and Marines have served their nation with courage, diligence, and honor; and

WHEREAS, veterans and those currently serving in our Armed Forces deserve the everlasting gratitude, admiration, and respect of every American; and

WHEREAS, it is appropriate that Kentucky veterans and the current member of our Armed Forces are honored in a public and tangible way;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet shall name the new Shelbyville by-pass "Freedom Way."

Section 2.   Within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, the Transportation Cabinet shall erect signs designating the new Shelbyville by-pass as "Freedom Way."
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
