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A JOINT RESOLUTION naming the bridge in Floyd County on Flow Weddington Branch the "Paul Ward Thompson/old Emma Bridge." 

WHEREAS, Paul Ward Thompson was born October 26, 1910, in the town of Stark in Elliot County; and 

WHEREAS, Paul Ward Thompson was a World War II Veteran of the South Pacific Theater; and 

WHEREAS, Paul Ward Thompson operated a chicken farm and feed store in Bath and Grayson Counties prior to moving to Floyd County; and 

WHEREAS, Paul Ward Thompson owned and operated numerous successful grocery stores in Floyd County, making him a leader in business in the area; and 

WHEREAS, Paul Ward Thompson also was the owner of the Jenny Wiley Village; and

WHEREAS, Paul Ward Thompson had three grandsons, one step-grandson, and one step daughter, as well as eight great-grandchildren;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet shall name the bridge on Kentucky Route 3 where it crosses the Big Sandy River in Floyd County, the "Paul Ward Thompson/old Emma Bridge."

Section 2.   The Transportation Cabinet shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect signs at each end of the bridge identified in Section 1 of this Resolution that read "Paul Ward Thompson/old Emma Bridge."
