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A JOINT RESOLUTION naming the Cliff Bridge in Floyd County for Bert T. Combs.

WHEREAS, Bert T. Combs was born in Manchester, KY on August 13, 1911, the son of Martha and Stephen Combs; and

WHEREAS, Bert T. Combs served in the United States Army in World War II; and

WHEREAS, Bert T. Combs was Kentucky Court of Appeals Judge from 1951 to 1955; and

WHEREAS, Bert T. Combs served as a Kentucky State Court Judge from 1957 to 1959; and

WHEREAS, Bert T. Combs served as Governor of Kentucky from 1959 to 1963; and

WHEREAS, During the Bert T. Combs administration as Governor a major contribution of building The Mountain Parkway, later named for Bert T. Combs, opened Eastern Kentucky to the rest of the state; and

WHEREAS, Bert T. Combs, in 1960, created a merit system for state government workers, helping to ensure a stable and professional state employee workforce; and 

WHEREAS, Bert T. Combs, in 1960, created Kentucky's first Human Rights Commission, and ordered all public accommodations to be desegregated; and

WHEREAS, Bert T. Combs served as a judge on the United States Court of Appeals for the Sixth Circuit from 1967 to 1970; and

WHEREAS, Bert T. Combs was a member of several organizations including, the American Bar Association, Order of the Coif, Freemasons, Shriners, and Phi Delta Phi;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The members of this body, both individually and collectively, commend and applaud former Governor Bert T. Combs for his efforts and accomplishments in improving the lives of ordinary Kentuckians and moving the state forward.

Section 2.   The Kentucky Transportation Cabinet shall name the Cliff Bridge in Floyd County the "Bert T. Combs Memorial Bridge."

Section 3.   Within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, the Transportation Cabinet shall erect signs at each end of the bridge identified in Section 2 of this Resolution, that read "Bert T. Combs Memorial Bridge."
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
