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A JOINT RESOLUTION directing the Transportation Cabinet, Justice Cabinet, and the Administrative Office of the Courts to study the issues relating to the issuance of driver's licenses and the consequences to this Commonwealth relating to the implementation of the newly enacted federal REAL ID Act.

WHEREAS, the administrative functions relating to the issuance of a driver's license could be drastically affected by the recent federal enactment of Real ID legislation; and

WHEREAS, all affected agencies need to be aware of the ramifications of this enactment and the effect it will have on agency budgets, personnel computer application, and public expectations of service; and 

WHEREAS, the logistics for preparing the Commonwealth for this change will require proper planning across several agencies of this Commonwealth and the cooperation of many officials who offer front-line service at the local level; and

WHEREAS, all agencies affected by the vast changes related to the Real ID Act of 2005 need to be involved in a coherent planning process to implement its provisions and recommend any changes which might be needed to lessen the administrative and budgetary burden associated with this mandate;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet, the Kentucky Justice Cabinet, and the Administrative Office of the Courts are directed to study all aspects of the issuance of  driver's licenses, especially as it relates to the implementation of the REAL ID Act of 2005.

Section 2.   The secretary of the Transportation Cabinet shall appoint a panel in consultation with the Chief Justice of the Supreme Court of Kentucky to conduct this study.

Section 3.   The panel shall include, at a minimum, personnel from the Administrative Office of the Courts, the Transportation Cabinet, technology personnel familiar with  the motor vehicle registration database and system, technology personnel familiar with the driver's licensing database and system, local elected officials involved with the issuance of motor vehicle documents and driver's license documents to the residents of the Commonwealth, and other personnel deemed to be appropriate by the secretary of Transportation.

Section 4.   A report identifying all statutory changes, budgetary concerns, logistical issues, a timetable for achieving full implementation of the REAL ID Act of 2005, and other issues developed by the panel shall be made to the Governor, the Chief Justice, and the Legislative Research Commission no later than September 30, 2006.
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
