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A JOINT RESOLUTION naming the Letcher County Coal Miners Highway.

WHEREAS, coal mining and the coal industry have long been mainstays of the economy of the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, Letcher County is in the heart of the great coal region in Eastern Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, for generations, the coal miners of Letcher County have provided the natural resources to power this nation's factories, businesses, and homes; and

WHEREAS, too often, brave miners on a seemingly ordinary day at the job never returned from the mines, leaving behind widows and orphans, grieving families, and heartbroken towns; and

WHEREAS, the legacy and sacrifice of these miners should be recognized and honored by the General Assembly and all citizens of the Commonwealth who benefit from the fruits of their labors;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet shall name that portion of Kentucky Route 317, starting at the junction of Kentucky Route 805 at Kona and ending in front of the Letcher County Coal Miner's Memorial located at Hemphill, the "Letcher County Coal Miners Highway."

Section 2.   The Transportation Cabinet shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect signs at each end of the route specified in Section 1 of this Resolution that read "Letcher County Coal Miners Highway."
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
