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A RESOLUTION urging the Transportation Cabinet to issue a new general issue license plate in 2009 to commemorate the bicentennial of Abraham Lincoln's birth.

WHEREAS, Abraham Lincoln, the sixteenth President of the United States, and arguably the greatest President in our nation's history, was a native son of the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, Abraham Lincoln was born near Hodgenville, Kentucky, on February 12, 1809, to Thomas and Nancy Hanks Lincoln, and rose from humble circumstances to lead this nation through the most trying crisis in its history, the Civil War; and

WHEREAS, Abraham Lincoln was instrumental in ending slavery and righting the greatest moral wrong in America's otherwise proud history; and

WHEREAS, in 2009, the United States will celebrate the bicentennial of Abraham Lincoln's birth; and

WHEREAS, both the United States and the state of Kentucky have established Abraham Lincoln Bicentennial Commissions to organize suitable activities to honor Lincoln during his bicentennial year; and

WHEREAS, we should look for every opportunity to celebrate the life and achievements of the most important Kentuckian of all and let everyone know of Abraham Lincoln's Kentucky roots;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The members of this body urge the Transportation Cabinet to introduce, no later than January 1, 2009, a newly designed general issue license plate honoring the bicentennial of Abraham Lincoln's birth.

Section 2.   The Clerk of the Senate shall forward a copy of this Resolution to Governor Ernie Fletcher and Transportation Cabinet Secretary Bill Nighbert.
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
