With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Sergeant First Class Jason L. Bishop, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Jason L. Bishop was born on October 12, 1974, in Covington, Kentucky, and he traversed these earthly bounds January 1, 2006; and

WHEREAS, Jason L. Bishop was the beloved husband of Katrina Bishop; he was the devoted father of Morgan Bishop and Matthew Bishop; he was the devoted stepfather of Ashten Bishop; he was the loving son of Franklin Bishop and Brenda Sue Bishop; he was the dear brother of Jamie Lynn Bishop, Lacey J. Bishop, and Julie Layne Bishop; he also leaves behind many other family members and friends who loved him dearly; and

WHEREAS, Jason L. Bishop graduated in 1993 from Holmes High School in Covington, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant First Class Jason L. Bishop joined the Army in 1993 and served in both Bosnia and Korea; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant First Class Jason L. Bishop was assigned to the 1st Squadron, 33rd Cavalry, 3rd Brigade Combat Team, 101st Airborne Division, Fort Campbell, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant First Class Jason L. Bishop was deployed to Iraq in September, 2005, in support of Operation Iraqi Freedom; and

WHEREAS, on January 1, 2006, the life of Sergeant First Class Jason L. Bishop ended prematurely of combat-related injuries in As Siniyah, Iraq; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant First Class Jason L. Bishop served his country with honor and distinction; he was buried with full military honors, including the Bronze Star and the Purple Heart, and was decorated with sixteen ribbons during his Army career; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant First Class Jason L. Bishop was a devoted father to his two children and stepdaughter and was remembered by his daughter Morgan as "a great dad...really nice and playful"; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant First Class Daniel Webster, who was a drill sergeant with Bishop, stated that "there is no doubt in my mind soldiers are coming back from Iraq and Afghanistan alive because Jason was so committed to their training"; and

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Kentucky has the highest respect for Sergeant First Class Jason L. Bishop and is deeply grateful for the sacrifice he made for the freedom of all Americans and to ensure the freedom of the Iraqi people; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Sergeant First Class Jason L. Bishop has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby express its profound sense of sorrow upon the passing of Sergeant First Class Jason L. Bishop and extends to his family and many friends its most heartfelt sympathy.
