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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of National Wear Red Day for Women, February 3, 2006.

WHEREAS, heart disease is the number one killer of women in the United States, as one of every three women die of heart disease, more than all cancers combined; and

WHEREAS, less than half of women know that heart disease is their biggest health threat and are not aware of the connection of the risk factors for heart disease and their personal risk of falling victim to this disease; and

WHEREAS, the National Wear Red Day for Women began in 2004, setting aside one day each year when Americans nationwide take women's health "to heart" by wearing red to show their support for women's heart disease awareness; and

WHEREAS, this campaign is especially targeted at women ages 40 to 60, when a woman's risk of heart disease begins to rise, although the National Institutes of Health and the American Heart Association are working together to educate younger women about the dangers of heart disease, because it develops gradually, often beginning at an early age; and

WHEREAS, each year, approximately 314,000 women age 65 and older and some 86,000 ages 45 to 64 have a heart attack, and about 35% of women who have had a heart attack will have another within six years; and

WHEREAS, it is vital that women of all ages be made aware of their risk of dying, young or old, from complications resulting from heart disease;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby support the third annual National Wear Red Day for Women on February 3, 2006, and urges all women throughout the Commonwealth to wear red on that day to help raise awareness of heart disease as the number one killer of women.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor of the third annual National Wear Red Day for Women on February 3, 2006.
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
