A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in loving memory and honor of Judge Robert M. Short.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Judge Robert M. Short.

WHEREAS, Judge Robert M. Short was born on August 19, 1931, a native son of the Commonwealth and a longtime resident of Owensboro, Kentucky, and traversed these earthly bounds on December 16, 2005; and

WHEREAS, Judge Robert M. Short served for 22 years as the 20th judge of the Daviess Circuit Court and at the time of his retirement he was the longest serving Circuit Court Judge; and

WHEREAS, Judge Robert M. Short earned a bachelor's degree from the University of Kentucky in 1954 and a Juris Doctor from the University of Kentucky College of Law in 1956 and he graduated from the National Judicial College at Reno, Nevada in 1974; and

WHEREAS, Judge Robert M. Short was a first lieutenant in the United States Air Force, stationed in Okinawa, Japan, where he served four years as a staff judge advocate; and

WHEREAS, Judge Robert M. Short practiced law with the firm of Humphrey's, Jones, Short, and Wilson from 1960 to 1974; and

WHEREAS, Judge Robert M. Short served as judge pro tem and trial commissioner of the Daviess Quarterly Court while in private practice and was actively involved in local and state bar associations; and

WHEREAS, Judge Robert M. Short had many interests that stretched beyond the bounds of the law which included being an accomplished artist, astronomer, guitarist, historian, and genealogist; and

WHEREAS, Judge Robert M. Short was the loving and devoted husband of Betty Anne Schroer Short for 49 years; and

WHEREAS, Judge Robert M. Short was the beloved father of Julie Taylor, Sarah Walker, and Mary Kay Weihe, and the grandfather of ten and the great-grandfather of one; and

WHEREAS, Judge Robert M. Short was preceded in death by his loving parents, Lester and Martha Fogle Short; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Judge Robert M. Short has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby express its most profound sense of sorrow upon the passing of Judge Robert M. Short and extends to his family and friends its most heartfelt sympathy.
