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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of Glema Mahr, advocate and benefactor for the arts in the Commonwealth, and recipient of the 2006 Milner Award.

WHEREAS, for many years, Glema Mahr has been an avid promoter of the arts, both through her financial support, and the gift of her time and talents to Madisonville Community College; and

WHEREAS, in 2000, Mrs. Mahr gave a charitable remainder trust to the MCC arts center, after which the center was renamed the "Glema Mahr Center for the Arts"; and

WHEREAS, since 1994, this extraordinary Kentuckian has sponsored the Glema Mahr Chamber Series at Madisonville Community College, and still contributes more than two hundred volunteer hours each year to the arts center that bears her name; and

WHEREAS, in 2001, Mrs. Mahr was recognized as one of the nation's top ten benefactors for community colleges by the Council for Resource Development, one of only two citizens of the Commonwealth to achieve that stature during the past quarter century; and

WHEREAS, Glema Mahr recently made a significant gift to MCC's "Fulfilling the Promise Gifts" campaign, and continues to be an advocate for the Hopkins County YMCA, the local United Way, and the Merle Mahr Cancer Center at Madisonville's Regional Medical Center; and

WHEREAS, this lovely lady has created an extraordinary legacy of advocacy and generosity to the arts across the Commonwealth over the past fifteen years, doing so with humility and a deep sense of service to her community; and

WHEREAS, Glema Mahr has been selected as one of the recipients of the 2006 Milner Award from the Kentucky Arts Council, which recognizes outstanding commitment to the arts and their role in the economy, community, and culture of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby salute Mrs. Glema Mahr, recipient of the 2006 Milner Award, for her years of advocacy for the arts and their crucial role in the culture and character of the Commonwealth.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor of Mrs. Glema Mahr, advocate, selfless benefactor, and steward of the arts.
