WHEREAS, Mary Margaret "Mimi" Mitchell Davis was born on July 10, 1957, a native of Arkansas and a resident of Owensboro, Kentucky, and traversed these earthly bounds on November 30, 2005; and

WHEREAS, Mary Margaret "Mimi" Mitchell Davis earned a bachelor's degree from Centenary College in Louisiana, a master's degree from Vanderbilt University in Tennessee, and a doctorate of philosophy from Louisiana State University; and

WHEREAS, Mary Margaret "Mimi" Mitchell Davis had many professional accomplishments including being a public school teacher, a college professor, a presenter at national educational meetings, and co-author of numerous articles published in national educational journals; and

WHEREAS, Mary Margaret "Mimi" Mitchell Davis, after moving to Owensboro, became involved in many civic issues in her new community; and

WHEREAS, Mary Margaret "Mimi" Mitchell Davis in 2002 was the fourth woman ever elected to the Owensboro City Commission and in 2004 she became the first woman to run for mayor of Owensboro; and

WHEREAS, Mary Margaret "Mimi" Mitchell Davis served as president of the Daviess County Medical Society Alliance, as president of the Kentucky Medical Association Alliance, and as a member of the board of the Elizabeth Munday Senior Center and H.L. Neblett Community Center; and

WHEREAS, Mary Margaret "Mimi" Mitchell Davis also served as co-chair of the Greater Owensboro Education Alliance, as a member of the Citizens Committee on Education, and as a member of the Messenger-Inquirer's board of contributors; and

WHEREAS, Mary Margaret "Mimi" Mitchell Davis was the devoted and loving wife of Dr. Brett C. Davis; and

WHEREAS, Mary Margaret "Mimi" Mitchell Davis was the beloved mother of Elizabeth Stockley Davis, Margaret Hart "Maggie" Davis, and Mary Maude Davis; and

WHEREAS, Mary Margaret "Mimi" Mitchell Davis was the loving daughter of H. Maurice and Elizabeth S. Mitchell; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Mary Margaret "Mimi" Mitchell Davis has left a void that cannot be filled, and she is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;
