WHEREAS, Thomas "Red" Saltsman was the beloved and loving father of Kathy Blandford; and

WHEREAS, Thomas "Red" Saltsman was the beloved grandfather of April Glass, Tommy Mauzy, Rebecca Blandford, and Mary Rakay Blandford, and the great-grandfather of Alyssa Glass; and

WHEREAS, Thomas "Red" Saltsman was the beloved and loving father of Barbara Ann Mauzy and Sharon Kay Saltsman, who preceded him in death; and
