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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in loving memory and honor of Guy Greer.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Guy Greer, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Guy Greer was born on March 1, 1922, in East Point, Johnson County, Kentucky; the fourth child and third son of Samuel William Greer and Margaret Naomi Burke Greer, and he passed to his final reward on January 27, 2006; and

WHEREAS, Guy Greer married Edith Burton Greer of Auxier, Floyd County, Kentucky on December 7, 1942, and their union lasted 62 years until the death of his beloved wife on December 22, 2004; and

WHEREAS, Guy Greer was so determined to enlist in the military during World War II that he passed his physical exam by memorizing the eye chart, despite the fact he was blind in one eye from an accident as a youth; and

WHEREAS, Guy Greer served his country with honor and distinction in the South Pacific during World War II as a radar technician with the 2nd Aircraft Unit, United States Army Air Corps, where he serviced the radar for the Enola Gay prior to its historic flight over Hiroshima, Japan; and

WHEREAS, Guy Greer was baptized in the Big Sandy River upon his discharge from the Army, and after relocating to Lexington, Kentucky, he and his family were charter members of Southland Christian Church and Hill'n Dale Christian Church; and

WHEREAS, Guy Greer was employed in 1950 as an electronics specialist at the Bluegrass Army Depot at Avon, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Guy Greer was recognized throughout his career as an accomplished electronics troubleshooter despite losing his hearing during the war, and he received numerous sustained performance awards and recognition for special projects until taking disability retirement; and

WHEREAS, Guy Greer is survived by a son, Michael Greer, of Frankfort, Kentucky; a son, Timothy Greer, and a daughter, Sherri Greer, both of Lexington, Kentucky; a grandson, Ryan Greer, of Charleston, South Carolina; a granddaughter, McKinley Greer, of Graham, North Carolina; one sister, Evelyn Flanery, of Allen, Kentucky; and numerous nieces and nephews; and

WHEREAS, Guy Greer was a dedicated constituent and loyal supporter of Senator Alice Forgy Kerr; and

WHEREAS, Guy Greer was a member in good standing of the American Legion, the Veterans of Foreign Wars, and the Disabled American Veterans and he was buried with full military honors at the Bluegrass Memorial Gardens in Lexington, Kentucky;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby express its profound sense of sorrow upon the passing of Guy Greer, and extends to his family and friends its most heartfelt sympathy.

Section 2.   The Senate recognizes that Guy Greer was deeply loved and respected, and the members further acknowledge his service and sacrifice to his country during wartime and peacetime.

Section 3.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in loving memory and honor of Guy Greer, a patriot and honored native son of the Commonwealth.
