WHEREAS, Mrs. McCuiston and her late husband were blessed with three loving children, Max Wayne McCuiston and Jerry Levy McCuiston of Trenton, and John Dale McCuiston of Pembroke, as well as five grandchildren and eight great-grandchildren;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
