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A RESOLUTION recognizing Guthrie, Kentucky as the birthplace of the Planters Protective Association.

WHEREAS, Todd County farmers on September 24, 1904, met with 5,000 other growers at Guthrie to pool their crops in opposition to price-fixing policies; and

WHEREAS, the growers gathered in response to the economic hardship of tobacco growers in western Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, this cooperative, which became known as the Planters Protective Association, emerged during the early 20th century as one of the nation's most successful cooperatives; and

WHEREAS, the Planters Protective Association strove to make the federal and state governments more responsive to agrarian needs; and

WHEREAS, the members of the Planters Protective Association worked diligently to convince tobacco growers to embrace the gospel of diversification, science, and efficiency; and

WHEREAS, the courageous spirit of these farmers gathering during bleak times, still exists today among the residents of Guthrie, Kentucky;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate hereby recognizes Guthrie, Kentucky as the birthplace of the Planters Protective Association.

Section 2.   The Senate recognizes the citizens of Guthrie, Kentucky, who were instrumental in the formation of the Planters Protective Association during the turn of the century for their bravery and spirited opposition to the poor economic conditions that tobacco growers faced at the time, and furthermore the Senate affirms that the same courageous spirit exists today in citizens of Guthrie, Kentucky.
