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A RESOLUTION declaring February 9, 2006 as First Responder Day in Kentucky.

WHEREAS, Kentucky's first responders work each and every day to better our communities and ensure a higher level of public safety throughout the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, on this first observance of First Responder Day, we remember and honor those who, with heroism and selflessness, faithfully serve the people of this Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, Kentuckians are continually inspired by the heroic sacrifices of our firefighters, rescue and law enforcement personnel, military service members, and community volunteers, who, in times of crisis, provide our communities with unity, focus, and strength; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky's first responders embody our Commonwealth's highest ideals of courage and devotion to duty; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky is grateful for the service of first responders and for the support and sacrifice of their families, and the citizens of this Commonwealth ask God's special blessings on those who have lost loved ones in the line of duty; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky is committed to ensuring our first responders are properly trained and equipped to preserve public safety and ensure our Commonwealth is ready and prepared;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate proclaims February 9, 2006 as First Responder Day in Kentucky.

Section 2.   The Senate honors and commends those individuals who work in this Commonwealth as First Responders and the members thank them for their brave service to ensure the public's safety.
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
