WHEREAS, Kenneth "Ken" Woodrow Hart was born on May 17, 1917, a native of New York City, New York and a longtime resident of Frankfort, Kentucky, and traversed these earthly bounds on February 12, 2006; and

WHEREAS, Kenneth "Ken" Woodrow Hart had a long and celebrated career in broadcast radio having been co-owner and general manager of WFKY radio in Frankfort, Kentucky, general manager of WLAP radio in Lexington, Kentucky, and general manager of WYND radio in Sarasota, Florida; and

WHEREAS, Kenneth "Ken" Woodrow Hart was also a proud journalist having been a newspaper reporter for the New York Times and an editor and publisher of the Kentucky Coal Journal; and

WHEREAS, Kenneth "Ken" Woodrow Hart served this Commonwealth as a Deputy Commissioner in the Kentucky Department of Parks; and

WHEREAS, Kenneth "Ken" Woodrow Hart was a member of the Kentucky Coal County Coalition, the Kiwanis Club, the Rotary Club, the VFW, the American Legion, and the Temple Adath Israel; and

WHEREAS, Kenneth "Ken" Woodrow Hart proudly served this nation during World War II as a corporal of the 1st Army Infantry, as an aviation cadet in the 3rd Infantry, and as a 1st Lieutenant in both the United States Air Force and the Air Reserve; and

WHEREAS, Kenneth "Ken" Woodrow Hart was the proud author of "Dog Faced Soldier", the song of the Army 3rd Infantry Division and the theme song of the movie "To Hell and Back"; and

WHEREAS, Kenneth "Ken" Woodrow Hart was the devoted and loving husband of Jane Meyers Hart; and

WHEREAS, Kenneth "Ken" Woodrow Hart was the beloved father of Hannah Jill Hart, Andrew Hart, and Daniel Hart; and

WHEREAS, Kenneth "Ken" Woodrow Hart was the proud grandfather of four grandchildren and the great-grandfather of seven great-grandchildren; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Kenneth "Ken" Woodrow Hart has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,
