WHEREAS, William Ray Holt proudly answered this nation's call to arms during World War II by serving as a member of the United States Navy; and

WHEREAS, William Ray Holt was the beloved father of William Lane Holt of New Orleans, Louisiana; Ray Ward Holt of Jacksonville, Florida; and David Waller Holt of Louisville, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, William Ray Holt was the beloved stepfather of Connie Fortenbery of Titusville, Florida; Ben McCray of Berea, Kentucky; and Wayne McCray of Nicholasville, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, William Ray Holt was the loving and proud grandfather of 14 grandchildren and the great-grandfather of 25 great-grandchildren; and

WHEREAS, the passing of William Ray Holt has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
