WHEREAS, Marjorie Linton Haley Dangelo found wonderful living and care giving assistance at the Nazareth Home in Louisville, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, the Nazareth Home is run by the Sisters of Charity of Nazareth and is dedicated to serve the ill and aging with compassionate care; and

WHEREAS, Marjorie Linton Haley Dangelo lived at the Nazareth Home for two years and had many exceptional caregivers there who included Dr. Jane Cornett, Janine Paul, Brandy Cichan, Loretta Hall, Chiquana Trotter, Ebony Grant, Martina Bautista, Helen Kelley, and Tanja Brown; and

WHEREAS, Marjorie Linton Haley Dangelo was a longtime devoted and faithful member of Bethany United Methodist Church; and

WHEREAS, Marjorie Linton Haley Dangelo was the devoted and loving wife for 45 years to Vincent R. Dangelo, who preceded her in death; and

WHEREAS, Marjorie Linton Haley Dangelo was the beloved mother of Denise Ann Dangelo of Finchville, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Marjorie Linton Haley Dangelo was the proud and loving grandmother of two beautiful granddaughters, Kelly and Linton; and

WHEREAS, Marjorie Linton Haley Dangelo was preceded in death by her loving parents, Ann Elizabeth Haley and Howard Arnold Haley; and
