WHEREAS, Laura Reynolds is a dynamic young woman who has overcome the effects of cerebral palsy in her life; and

WHEREAS, Laura Reynolds refuses to accept limits of any kind and loves sports of every kind, including tennis, surfing, and eventually horseback riding; and

WHEREAS, Laura Reynolds has a commitment to others who seek to overcome their physical limits, in Laura's case, by majoring in Journalism at Indiana University South, so that she may feature people with disabilities and their accomplishments; and

WHEREAS, Laura Reynolds was crowned "Ms. Wheelchair Kentucky, 2006" in November, 2005; and

WHEREAS, Laura Reynolds will go to Little Rock, Arkansas in July 2006 to represent the Commonwealth of Kentucky and to inspire others with her courage and ability at the 2007 Miss Wheelchair America Pageant; and

WHEREAS, Laura Reynolds truly demonstrates with her life "...that persons with disabilities have the same hopes and dreams as others. They just have to meet those goals using their wheelchairs instead of their legs";

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate extends its best wishes to Laura Reynolds as she pursues a her dreams and hopes, and expects nothing but the most wonderful things from this amazing woman.

Section 2.   The Senate honors Laura Reynolds as she goes to represent the Commonwealth of Kentucky this July.

Section 3.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor of Laura Reynolds.
